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Course Outcome:

Hospitality and Tourism Management Il is an intermediate course for students interested in learning
more about careers in the hospitality and tourism industry. This course prepares students for the
hospitality and tourism industry by focusing on management, human resources, recruitment, career
development, marketing, finances, economics, and customer services. Upon completion of this course,
proficient students will be able to pursue more advanced coursework in the Hospitality and Tourism
Management program of study.

Explanation of Student Requirements to complete this class.

e Students are responsible to bring classroom supplies within a week of starting class.

e Students are required to complete assignments when they are given. If a student is absent from
class, they will have five days to make up missed assignments.

e Students will participate in school based enterprise (Daily Grind Coffee Shop, Catering, and
workplace simulations)

e Students will have the opportunity to earn the ServSafe Food Manager certification in this class.
Not only does this qualify as a preferred industry certification in the state of Tennessee, it awards
a credit from Walter State Community College.

Select students will compete at TN State
Skills in Chattanooga in the spring.
